Thanks to you, our partners, 2003 was another tremendous year for Cascade Land
Conservancy—a year of growth, a year of innovation, and a year of results. Working
together with you, we have conserved some of the region’s most cherished and
ecologically significant landscapes.

Conserve an additional 30,000 acres of land, tripling the amount of land that we had
protected at the time the plan was adopted.

Create a sustainable, readily available and highly flexible source of revolving capital
funding that will allow us to move quickly and assertively to protect the most important
parcels of land.

Invest in CLC’s Board and staff to ensure that we have the strength and organizational
capacity to sustain this level of growth.

We are well on our way to achieving each of these goals, and throughout
this report, you will read more about our progress. You also will see
our work being shaped by the precious resources we wish to protect:
the Cascades that inspire us, the waters that sustain us, and the communities
that define us. These are the themes of The Cascade Dialogues, a major
new initiative for 2004.

The Pacific Northwest is a region of unparalleled natural beauty. From the shores of Puget Sound to the snow-capped
peaks of the Cascades, and from the rich agricultural valleys of the Snohomish River, to the remnant oak savanna of
Pierce County, our landscape has abundant natural treasures. Conserved lands are part of this rich tapestry, providing
spectacular views, opportunities for outdoor recreation, and a living museum of our region’s natural heritage.

The landscape works in concert with our community’s built environment to provide a high quality of life for all of
us. There is growing evidence that natural surroundings improve our health and well being, and even provide economic
benefits for our communities. Protected areas increase the value of adjacent land, and homebuyers value trails and natural
areas above any other amenity. This means that conservation efforts must be implemented in a way that works in concert
with, and even enhances, the region’s growth. Citizens in Washington have shown a commitment to protecting the
natural environment, but despite this show of support, the need is clear and growing:

Cascades that Inspire Us...

FooTHiLLs Forest CoNservaTION PROGRAM
Protecting the Cascade foothills from fragmentation and development

The western foothills forest of the Cascades—critical for maintaining water
quality, wildlife habitat and the sweeping views that characterize our region—
remain under tremendous pressure as real estate values rise and working forests
are converted to other uses. In 2003, we continued our efforts to conserve key
properties and bring new sources of funding to the region. For example, our recent
proposals ranked high for 2005 federal Forest Legacy grants, potentially funding
the conservation of over 15,000 acres of forestland on the Cedar-Green Rivers,
Lake Kapowsin, Carbon River, and South Fork Stillaguamish River. Public funding
remains scarce, however, so CLC continued to work in partnership with state and
county governments to design strategies to manage growth, conserve habitat,
maintain responsible forestry, and produce additional revenue for conservation.

Late 1980s > Environmental leaders
come together to form community-
based land trusts in King,
Snohomish and Pierce counties.

The population of the region increased about 20 percent between 1990 and 2000, creating growth in housing, roads
and infrastructure. The region now has more miles of roads than streams, and over half our state’s population lives

in this area.

Preserving land close to home is important. According to the National Personal Transportation Survey, the average

person travels just a few hundred miles all week long.

Nearly 50,000 acres of Washington’s rural lands are being converted to other uses every year.

Washington loses an acre of natural land every seven minutes.
Seventy percent of Puget Sound’s tidal wetlands have been developed.

Twenty three Chinook and two Hood Canal summer chum salmon are listed as threatened in Puget Sound,

and 13 to 15 Chinook populations are believed to be extinct.

Waters that Sustain Us...

SALMON SANCTUARIES
Identifying and protecting the best remaining habitat for
salmon throughout Puget Sound

Salmon are long-standing icons of the Northwest, important indicators of
ecological health, and economic and recreational assets. In 2003, CLC continued
its efforts to identify and protect critical habitat areas on South Prairie Creek
in Pierce County; on the Skykomish, Snohomish and Snoqualmie Rivers in
Snohomish County; and on key waterways in King County such as the Raging
River and Stossel Creek. To enhance this effort on a broader scale, Cascade Land
Conservancy, the Trust for Public Land and the Nature Conservancy formalized
a collaborative effort. The group is assessing ways to effectively share data, map
critical habitat areas, and raise funds for conservation. Many thanks go to The
Boeing Company and Bullitt Foundation for supporting this effort.

Nearshore Initiative
Leveraging efforts to conserve our region’s shorelines and estuaries

Shorelines and estuary lands are essential to water quality and the ecological
integrity of our region. Throughout the year, we worked to identify common
themes and stakeholders relevant to protection of the nearshore environment
in Puget Sound. We are looking for ways to link our Estuary Conservation
Program, focused primarily on the Olympic Peninsula, with emerging focus
areas, such as Hood Canal, the Snohomish Estuary, and Maury Island.

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2003 > A new focus on
conserving large parcels

of forestland results in

another record conservation
project: 7,900 acres on the
Skykomish River. To date, nearly
19,000 acres have

been conserved.

2004 and beyond > The new Central Washington Land
Trust in Kittitas County and Cascade Land
Conservancy merge operations, creating a four-
county conservancy focused on a region the size
of New Jersey, where more than half of
Washington'’s citizens live. Board members,
volunteer leaders and staff members have great
enthusiasm and confidence for the future!

2000 > Tahoma Land Conservancy
joins the merged organization and
Cascade Land Conservancy takes
anew name to reflect its regional
focus. Collectively, over 3,600
acres have been conserved.

2001 > The Snoqualmie
Preservation Initiative becomes
a signature project for CLC and
its largest to date: over 3,500 acres
of forestland, trail corridors and
the Snoqualmie Falls viewshed
are protected through a complex,
year-long negotiation.



CascADE LAND CoNseERVANCY 2003 CONSERVATION REPORT

SKYKOMISH RIVER
FORESTLAND @

People in our region love the scenic
Skykomish River for recreational fishing,
hiking, and leisurely float trips, as well as
the stunning views along Highway 2. In
October 2003, Cascade Land Conservancy
finalized a transaction to conserve nearly
8,000 acres of working forest along the
river. The conservation easement ensures
that the forestland will never convert to
urban or suburban uses, and it preserves
large buffers along the Skykomish and its
tributaries. The project was CLC’s largest
to date, and also the largest ever funded
in Washington by the federal Forest
Legacy program.

The acquisition extends the benefits of
another transaction, completed in February
2003, in which CLC purchased 410 acres
adjacent to the 8,000-acre parcel. Together,
these conservation actions protect over
three miles along the “braided reach” of
the Skykomish River, which provides prime
spawning habitat for the majority of Chinook
and chum salmon in the basin.

Many thanks to our partners in this effort,
including the state Department of Natural
Resources, Hancock Timber Resource
Group, Forestland Marketing, the U.S. Forest
Service, and all of our members and donors.

NISQUALLY NATIONAL
W ILDLIFE REFUGE ©

Cascade Land Conservancy, Quadrant
Corporation and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service partnered to preserve 20 acres of
wildlife habitat which will become part of
the Nisqually National Wildlife Refuge. The
scenic bluff property was part of Quadrant’s
Northwest Landing planned community, but
in lieu of developing homes on the land, the
partners negotiated a conservation
agreement to preserve it.

The conserved property adds significant
value and protection to the 3,000-acre
refuge, which is located south of Tacoma
on the Nisqually River delta. The refuge’s
salt and freshwater marshes, grasslands
and mixed forest habitats provide a
sanctuary for migratory birds, fish, and
other wildlife species. It is open to the
public, offering scenic views and a quiet
stroll for visitors.

“This scenic bluff property adds significant
value and protection to the Nisqually
Refuge,” said Congressman Norm Dicks.
“I am very pleased that the Cascade Land
Conservancy has been able to play a pivotal
role in acquiring the land from Quadrant
Corp. in the near term, giving the U.S. Fish
& Wildlife Service the time and the
opportunity to release the
federal funding that we
have appropriated for this
important project.”

CROWN LAKES @

Cascade Land Conservancy partnered
with the Washington State Department of
Natural Resources to acquire a spectacular,
597-acre parcel and add it to the Mt. Si
Natural Resources Conservation Area.
Mt. Siis a popular destination for hikers,
immediately accessible to the Seattle
metropolitan area.

The Crown Lakes property, nearly one
square mile in size, is unique in having a
west-facing basin that contains three large
alpine lakes. The property is highly prized for
its recreational and habitat values, and
spectacular views that span the Snoqualmie
Tree Farm, the cities of Bellevue and Seattle,
all the way to the Olympic Mountains. CLC
secured funds for the purchase from
Washington Wildlife and Recreation Program.

“Cascade Land Conservancy convinced us
of the genuine public benefits in having the
Crown Lakes’ basin protected, said Gordon
Hoenig, Crown Lakes, LLC representative.
“Based on extensive negotiations we came
to agree that this unique legacy property
should be turned over for public stewardship.”

HIDDEN VALLEY
GUEST RANCH @

Cascade Land Conservancy celebrated
a new commitment to Kittitas County by
placing a conservation easement on 40
acres of pasture, forested land and riparian
habitat along Swauk Creek. The historic
Hidden Valley Guest Ranch, Washington's
oldest guest ranch, is known and loved for
white water rafting, fly fishing, hiking and
horseback riding.

This conservation project built on the
progress made in 2000 with a conservation
easement on 80 acres of agricultural and
forested land, and it helped to solidify the
Conservancy's commitment to serving
Kittitas County. With these transactions,
we began forging important connections
in the community and developing a better
understanding of the landscape, political
climate, and values of local citizens.

NACHES TRAIL
PRESERVE @

Cascade Land Conservancy acquired a
conservation easement to forever preserve
and steward the beautiful Naches Trail
Preserve, located in the Frederickson area
of the Clover Creek Basin. The 50-acre
preserve contains high-quality wetlands
and riparian habitat, as well as floodplain,
prairie land with oak trees, and upland
habitat with a mix of evergreen and
deciduous trees.

The Naches Trail Preserve was created
with a grant from Pierce County’s
Conservation Futures Program and with
matching funds from Pierce County
Surface Water Management. Under the
terms of the complicated agreement,
Pierce County Water Programs is the
owner of the property, while Cascade Land
Conservancy holds a conservation
easement with the responsibility to protect
and restore the land.

PATTERSON CREEK
PRESERVE @

Cascade Land Conservancy and King
County came together to protect a 245-acre
woodland for the benefit of nearby
residents, the local ecosystem and all of
us who care deeply about open space.
The woodland is located near Fall City, a
rural area outside the Urban Growth
Boundary. It was at risk of being developed
into 194 housing units because plans for
the development were underway before
the Growth Management Act went into
effect. CLC crafted an innovative strategy
to scale the development back to 30 rural
lots, establish a public natural area of 120
acres, and protect water resources in
both the Patterson Creek and Snoqualmie
River drainages. Working in concert with
a residential development company, CLC
is testing conservation-oriented
development as a way to conserve
important natural areas, leverage additional
conservation outcomes, and generate
revenues aside from philanthropic and
public funding sources.

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LAND STEWARDSHIP AND
RESTORATION

In response to our new, three-year strategic plan, Cascade
Land Conservancy is taking decisive steps to enhance and
expand our land stewardship program to monitor, restore
and maintain CLC lands to their greatest potential for
biodiversity, recreation and education. We added experienced
staff leadership in 2003, and established Community Trustee
groups in each county where CLC operates. Composed of
local environmental leaders, these volunteers will be integral
to the program. We are building the capacity we need to
more actively manage and restore conservation easements
and CLC preserves. The need for land stewardship in our
region extends beyond the Conservancy’s ownership,
however. We are exploring new partnerships with
governments and local businesses to maximize the ecological
health of our region’s landscapes. We are committed to
establishing CLC as a recognized leader in the Puget Sound
restoration community and beyond, and we are confident
that the program will serve as a catalyst for membership
recruitment and involvement.

A NEW COMMITMENT TO
KiTTIiTAS COUNTY

In December 2003, Cascade Land Conservancy officially
began working in Kittitas County, expanding our primary
service area to a four-county region. Kittitas County spans a
vast and varied landscape, from the City of Cle Elum and the
forests of the Cascade Mountains, to the plains of the Yakima
River Valley and the grand Columbia River. The dramatic
landscape is characterized by ponderosa pine-covered hills,
agriculture, and commercial timberlands. Throughout the
county, the economy is shifting toward tourism and urban
growth, creating an urgent need to conserve land traditionally
used for ranches. Local conservation leaders, and the newly
formed Central Washington Land Trust, invited CLC to
participate in conserving the county’s most precious lands
and to merge operations. Cascade Land Conservancy is excited
about the opportunity to conserve large, still relatively
unspoiled landscapes adjacent to lands we're working to
preserve on the west side of the mountains. Two pilot projects
already are complete and we're in the process of identifying
strong staff and Board of Directors representation.

This process will create new partnerships among
government officials, businesses, nonprofits and citizens, and result in a strategic
action plan for conservation in our region over the next 100 years.

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TWO FAMILIES MAKE CONSERVATION AND STEWARDSHIP POSSIBLE

In 1999, a stunning 1.8-acre property
adjacent to Mee Kwa Mooks Park in West
Seattle was at risk of being developed into
seven residential lots. The property is lushly
wooded, provides excellent wildlife habitat,
and boasts tremendous views of Puget
Sound. CLC believed that a better
alternative was to conserve the property
and provide a permanent wildlife buffer for the park.
With the support of Peter Goldman and Martha Kongsgaard,
as well as the Z. William and Hilde M. Birnbaum Stewardship
Endowment Fund, the property was acquired by Cascade
Land Conservancy, carefully monitored for four years, and
then sold in 2003 to a conservation buyer. A conservation
easement minimizes human impacts on the land and protects
the natural features forever.

Peter Goldman and Martha Kongsgaard live near the Mee
Kwa Mooks Preserve and worked closely with Cascade Land
Conservancy to protect it. “This property is in the heart of
a remarkable greenbelt that adds much to the lives of West
Seattle residents,” said Peter Goldman. “If we are going to
ask people to live more closely together, we've got to make
sure we have great public places like greenbelts and trails to
go along with this density.” Through generous loans and
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outright donations, the Goldman/Kongsgaard family made
it possible for CLC to acquire and protect the property.

The Z. William and Hilde M. Birnbaum Stewardship
Endowment Fund was created in 2000, when William and
Hilde Birnbaum donated an undeveloped property near Ames
Lake to Cascade Land Conservancy. The fund is dedicated to
the care of open space and wildlife habitat protected by CLC,
and in 2003, the fund supported its first conservation property:
the Mee Kwa Mooks Preserve. Endowment funds helped CLC
to care for the land while identifying a conservation buyer.

After a lifetime of community service, Dr. Birnbaum
passed away a few months after creating the fund, and on
August 12, 2003, Mrs. Birnbaum died at age 94. “My
parents cared enormously about many aspects
of their community. They chose Cascade Land

Conservancy because they knew endowment

funds would be prudently applied to the long-
term maintenance of the great Northwest quality
of life,” says their son, Dick Birnbaum.

Because of the generosity of these two families,

the Mee Kwa Mooks Preserve will forever

continue as a beautiful pocket of green space and
a home to urban wildlife.
