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The Cascade Agenda is Cascade Land Conservancy’s 100-year vision and
action plan for the future of the Pacific Northwest. We are bringing together
business, government and civic leaders to protect 1.3 million acres of farms,
working forests, shorelines and parks and make our communities even greater
places to live, work and raise our families.

The Cascade Agenda is Cascade Land Conservancy’s action plan for
advancing a series of innovative, market-based strategies that will allow us to
scale up conservation in our region and protect nearly 1.3 million acres of land
valued at $7 billion.

The Cascade Agenda is both a recognition and a response by the community
that this region can no longer do business as usual. It is the body of work
necessary to maintain the quality of life within our region for now and future
generations.

The Cascade Agenda is the body of work we must accomplish over the next
20 years so that for the next one hundred years this region will still look like
the Pacific Northwest.

The Cascade Agenda is a far reaching set of incentives, policies and

programs that will engage government, business and the civic community to

conserve 1.3 million acres and ensure the quality of life in our communities.
We will deliver public policies to ensure our growth benefits our
landscapes and communities; create new financing tools to provide
neighborhood amenities and parks within walking distance;
permanently conserve our precious landscapes and provide housing
within reach of all families.
We will advance a suite of business incentives to make good
conservation profitable and ensure that it is the way we operate in the
Puget Sound region.
We will mobilize the civic community to continue their commitment to
this effort for as long as it takes to succeed and secure the heart and
soul of our region.
